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Introduction
-Friends of St Ann's Well Gardens'was set up in November 2AA7 to promote,
enhance and conserve the wellbeing of St Ann's Well Gardens and to assist
with the planning and delivery of the centenary celebrations in 2008.

The Trustees are pleased to present their annual report and accounts for 2019.

Organisational Structure

Friends of St Ann's Well Gardens has 70 paying members, 42 people are
signed up to the Wildlife Newsgroup and there are 991 followers of the
Facebook page. We also now are on Twitteq with 2203 followers, and are
developing our use of Instagram.

In shaping our objectives and planning our activities for the year, the Trustees
have given consideration to the duties set out in section 4 of the Charities Act
2006 to have due regard to public benefit. In particulari the trustees have
considered how the planned activities will contribute to the overall aims and
objectives that they have set.

The Trustees believe that the following paragraphs relate in detail to the
benefit that the charity provides to the public.

Governance and Decision-making

The Trustees met on 7 occasions. Our Treasurer, Anne Hyatt, returned to
Scotland at the beginning of 2019. We are very grateful to Anne for her
commitment to the Friends of St Ann's Well Gardens, and in particular; her
work in setting up our accounts with CAF Bank, the specialist bank for the
charity sector.
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Annual Report of the Trustees for the year ended 31 December 2019 -
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Objects

To promote the preservation, restoration, and improvement of St Ann's Well
Gardens for the education and benefit of the public, by associating the local
authority and local community in a common effort to provide facilities in the
interest of social welfare for recreation and leisure time occupation with the
object of improving the lives of local inhabitants.

To work with the staff of the local authority to develop the Gardens as a wildlife
habitat and to encourage park users to respect the animals and plants in the
Gardens.

Activities and Achievements in 2O19

Projects

Sensory Garden

Our main fundraising goal is to bring the Sensory Garden into the 21st
Century, and make it a Sanctuary for those local residents who will benefit
from an secure space that engages all the senses (smell, touch, sight, hearing)
and progress towards this continued in 2019.

The Co-op Community Fund gave the Friends €4600 in 2OL7 for Phase 1

(raising the height of flower beds, repainting the handrails & installing power
supplies to the Sensory Garden shelter). This work was completed during
20L9.

We received f2000 from the Brighton & Hove City Council Ward Members
Budget Scheme through the support of Goldsmid Ward Councillors Jacqueline
O'Quinn and Saoirse Horan to pay for a gate and signage.

We established a partnership with the Dementia Action Alliance, who granted
us [2500 towards seating.

We were also awarded a grant of €10,000 from the Rampion Trust, via the
Sussex Community Foundation, towards the project and specifically to include
sensory wind sculptures.

We also received a grant of from the Postcode Lottery for shading over the
seating area.

With LZLOA in donations received at the 2018 Spring Festival with Gift Aid
Small Donations Scheme; and a further f4270 from the 2019 Festival also with
GADS, we were able to move forward and commission the Sensory Trust to
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produce a working design for the creation of a central seating area as a
gathering space for group activities or conversation and improved access for
people with mobility needs. At the end of 2019, the design was a work in
progress.

Events in 2O19

Spring Festival

The 2019 was probably our most successfr.rlo well organised and with an
optimal attendance of around 8,000. There was again a vast aray of free
activities and workshops on offer and something for all ages, and a new paying
attraction, a Circus Tent. The Music Stage was the usual big draw, headlined
this year by Sleeper, and Fats and Small. The line-up and stage were organised
and managed as usual by Creative Law & Buslness - our thanks to Dean
Marsh.

To ensure the management of the festival volunteers, we again appointed a
volunteer co-ordinator and we were able to recruit a squad of 30 volunteers to
staff the entrances, give out children's wristbands and coltect donations.
Donations were over f3400 in cash earmarked for the Sensory Garden. Cash
donations are eligible for HMRC's GADS scheme, which added a further 25o/o to
the donation total.

As the Spring Festival is more complex, with increased health & safety
requirements, we again engaged professional support from Security Event
Solutions, who provided security staff trained in first aid.

In November 2019, we received a grant from Brighton & Hove City Council of
f 2000 towards making the 2020 Spring Festivai a litter free, fully recycling
event using up to date waste technology and smart ideas. Some preliminary
scoping work was carried out by a volunteer.

Wildlife Group in 2O19

Big Garden Birdwatch

The Wildlife Group and local families joined in the RSPB Big Garden Birdwatch
in late January 2019 and counted the birds in St Ann's Well Gardens. This is
now a regular event and we are building up an ongoing picture of our birds in
winter.
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Dawn Chorus Walk

We were again lucky to have Mark Weston of the RSPB lead a dawn chorus
walk in May on Saturday 27e April.

Volunteers

In addition to the Spring Festival volunteers, several volunteers have continued
with litter picking. We have attempted to attract volunteers using Community
Works and the universities, but local advertising remains the most successful
route.

Our social media volunteer continued to help with the website and social
media.

Brighton & Hove Green Spaces Forum

We are members of the Green Spaces Forum, which brings together Friends'
groups and other voluntary organisations concerned with the management of
Brighton & Hove green spaces to *'exchange information, advice and
knowledge: Communicating and working in partnership with similar groups and
organisations to maximise environmental improvement and conservation". Our
Chaiq, Melanie Davis is on the Green Spaces Forum Committee.

Future Plans

The Covid epidemic has seriously affected our future plans. The 2020 and 202L
Spring Festivals were cancelled, as first lockdown and then continuing
uncertainty have made it imprudent to invest time and money. We are
continuing, but with significant difficulty, to progress the Sensory Garden
project.
